Priority Legidation Advances, Faltersfor
the Maine Women'sLobby

t the close of another busy legidative session, we

celebrated passage of several billsthat addressed vital

issuesfacing women and their families. In particular,

wewere proud to advance three mgjor hillsto help
decreasediscrimination. 3An Act To Ensure Fair Pay® (L.D. 84)
addresses a shortcoming of existing state law by explicitly sating
that employees havetheright to discuss salary information when
seeking to enforcetheir right to equal pay. Smply put, you can't
takeaction againg pay discrimination if you don't know about it.
By addressing theissue of wage disclosure, thislaw will promote
fair pay and will aleviate poverty by giving women better toolsfor
uncovering wage discrimination.

Early oninthesession,! eMaineWomen'sLobby worked with
Coagtal Enterprises, Inc. in opposing3An Act To Conform Sate
Mortgage Lawswith Federa Laws (L.D. 1439) dueto concerns
regarding the hill's proposed changesto Maineés existing anti-
predatory law. However, the" nal verson of bill, which we
ultimately supported, keepsthe substantive provisonsof thelaw
intact with only minor technical changes.

To addressdiscrimination againgt Native American women, the
legidature also took strong action against the use of o#ensive

place names by expanding current law to prohibit the use of any
derivative of theword squan® 3An Act To Fully Implement the

Legidative Intent in Prohibiting O#ensve Place Name< (L.D. 797)

addresses etfortsin some Maine communitiesto usurp theintent
of the law by using obvious derivatives of the o#ensve name.

Whileyou've probably aready heard, were sill celebrating
enactment of the marriage equdlity hill (L.D. 1020) which made

Mainethe" rg gatein the nation to pass marriage equality for gay

and leshian couplesthrough thelegidature and go on to receive
the Governor'ssignature. Now, it'stimeto defend that win at the
ballot box (you can read more about thismonumental bill later
in thisnewdetter).

! roughout the session, you heard ustalk, write, blog, and even

tweet about our caregiver protection bill. 3An Act to Protect Family

Carggivers® (L.D. 962) sought to include family caregiver'
gatusin Maineésanti-discrimination law. Enactment of this
legidation would have madeit illegal for employersto refuseto
hire, advance, or otherwise discriminate againg an individual

based smply on perceptions about the employegs familial
obligations. With strong bipartisan support in the House (100-
40), it appeared that passage of thishill was probable. However, a
last ditch rally by abevy of corporate lobbyists stripped support
intheSenate. ! ehill wasultimately defeated a the end of the
session. Unfortunately, many Senatorsfailed to recognizethat
thishill sought to reducelawsuits by clarifying existing law, as
well as protect working women (and men, too) from agrowing
form of discrimination.

We formed some new alliancesthrough our work with the
Alliancefor a Clean and Healthy Maine on 3An Act Allowing
Workers Compensation Bene' tsfor Fire' ghters Who Contract
Cancer® (L.D. 621).! ishill addressesthe connection between
cancer and repeated exposure to the chemicals associated with
"re" ghting, particularly important for breast cancer victimsin
the" eld. It createsarebuttable presumption to allow certain
"re" ghtersto receive workers compensation if diagnosed with a
related cancer.

In theusual category of bad billsthat just won't go away, we saw

Additionally, working with the Maine
Choice Coadlition, we once again defeated anti-choice legidation
seeking to invade minors accessto contraceptives.» eHealth
and Human Services Committee voted unanimously againgt 8An
Act To Protect the Safety of Maine Children by Requiring the
Express Consent of aLegal Guardian To Dispense Prescription
Medication to aMinor® (L.D. 251) and 3An Act To Require
Reporting on Medical Servicesor Trestment Provided to Minors
without Parental Consent® (L.D. 802).

In thelast few days of sesson, following a successful campaign

for tax reform, the Governor signed 3An Act To Implement Tax
Relief and Tax Reform, (L.D. 1495). ¢ eenactment of thishill was
supported by the Maine Women's Lobby for including apartially
refundable earned incometax credit, providing much-needed tax
relief for peoplewith the lowest incomes.

Also worthy of noteisthelegidatures enactment of 2An Act To
Improvethe Ability of the Department of Education To Conduct
Longitudina DataSudies (L.D. 1356). islaw establishes

an information data collection system to compile sudents
educational data. By alowing the Department of Education and
the Department of Labor to track the progress of sudentsinto the
workforce, wewill now be ableto evaluate the success of Maine€s
education and workforceinitiativesand set benchmarksfor job
attainment for both young and adult students. Because higher
education isde€nitively linked to skillsattainment and higher-
paying jobsb and ultimately, astronger Maine economyb thislaw
will becritical in meeting the needs of Maine women.

Finally, during ayear when women's commissions across

the Country were being defunded, the Maine Legidature
endorsed @An Act To Establish the Permanent Commission

on the Satus of Women® (L.D. 236). ¢ isputsinto statutea
permanent Commission dedicated to promoting, carrying out,
and coordinating programs designed to improve opportunities
for Maine women. Although no funding was appropriated,
the Commission will be housed by the Secretary of Sate.

Get BPA Out of Our Bodies!

Every Mainefamily deservesto livein ahomefreefrom toxic
chemicals. Unfortunately, despite overwheming evidence

of negative health ettects, therésno system for testing and
labeling thetoxic chemicalsfound in everyday products, leaving
consumersb and retailersb in the dark. One of the chemicals of
great concern isBisphenol A (BPA), which hasbeen linked to
awiderange of adverse health etects, including increased risk
of breast cancer and early puberty in girls. It ispresent in baby
bottles, water bottles, and food storage containers. It's even used
to coat thelining of metal food cans + including those used for
infant formula.

PROGRAM ASSISTANT

Last session, the Maine Women's Lobby, along with the Alliance
for aClean and Healthy Maine, worked to passthe Kid-Safe
Productsbill. Because of that new law, the Commissioner of the
Department of Environmental Protection hasthe authority to
require alternativesto some of the most toxic chemicals. BPA
should beon that ligt! Join usto urge him to get BPA out of our
bodies.

between committee meetings and the Chambers.

Advocating for legidation which would
guarantee aminimum number of paid sick days
for all Maineworkers, to improvetheir health
and prevent the spread of disease.

Producing and disseminating awork and family
policy guideto every Maine candidate for
statewide 0! ceand Congress, capturing pledges
of support by incoming lavmakers.

Defending against harmful budget cut proposals
that would have eliminated or reduced state
funding for domestic violence and sexual

assault services, family planning clinics, public
assistance, and health coverage. By advocating
for amore balanced approach to resolving the
budget de" cit, funding for these critical services
wasrestored.

Protecting women and children against toxic
chemicalsfound in consumer productsthrough
the Kid-Safe Productshill. Asaresult, Maine
becameoneof the" r&t statesin the nation to set
up acomprehensive chemical policy to require
safer alternativesto dangerous chemicalsused in
consumer products.

Additionally, the Maine Women's Lobby educated, engaged,
and listened to the women and girls of Maine by:

Hosting over 25 house meetings across Maine. Our
grassroots outreach and membership-building eforts
engaged over 100 new supportersin our work.

And, we celebrated. In commemoration of our 30th year of
advocacy on behalf of Maine women and girls, members,
supporters, policymakers, and community leaders gathered in
Portland to celebrate the Maine Women's Lobby's pioneering
achievements for women and girls.
